1. 
Introduction

The village of Barnetby Le Wold (DN38) lies at the northern edge of the Lincolnshire Wolds and is located roughly mid-way between Scunthorpe and Grimsby and about eight miles south of the River Humber.
The parish has an approximate population of 1800 (based on 2011 census update) 

The Parish Council seek to procure a contract to undertake the grass cutting of Highway verges, Public Rights of Way, and Open Spaces within the Village of Barnetby Le Wold.

We are seeking quotations for these services over the next two years (Commencing no later than 1 June 2024) with a possible extension of a further 1 year plus 1 year.

2. 
Purpose & Aim
· To provide the residents of Barnetby Le Wold with a high-quality, efficient and professional grounds maintenance.
· Ensure all work is conducted in line with the minimum requirements and at a time when it is needed most.
· To ensure the safety of the general public & the presentation of your grounds are of utmost importance.
· The contractor must be aware of all legislative requires and regulations in relation to these services and ensure that all appropriate measures are taken in all services delivered.
· Ensuring the adherence to the Principles of Confidentiality. 
3. Specialist Knowledge, Training and Understanding 
Prospected tenders must ensure that they appropriate insurance and are full risk assessments are carried out prior to commencement of services. Prospected tenders are also required to ensure enhanced DBS are conducted prior to commencement of services.
Prospected tenderers must have / or be able to have access to the appropriate equipment to undertake the level of work required within the timescales set out in this service specification.
4. Service Levels

4.1 Highway Verges and Small Open Spaces – amenity grass panels/roadside verges, generally within the 30mph speed limit zone 

Prospected tenderers shall agree to cut the verge grass to at least the minimum specification of 9 cuts per season on a three working week cycle to the length of 30mm, 
To include strimming around obstructions, street furniture and arisings blown clear of footways).  
Full details of grass panels within the Parish are specified on a map (in green) can be found in Appendix A
Successful tenderers may cut the grass to a higher standard but there would be no additional payment for any extra work.
Extra cuts upon request of the Council shall be quoted for on an ad hoc basis.
4.2 Public Rights of Way (PROW) – Bridleways, Footpaths, Restricted By-ways 

Prospected tenderers shall agree to 4 cuts during the year typically between mid April, late May, late June and late August – however these can be set with the successful tenderer upon service commencement.
The minimum specification required by the Council would be a cut to the length of 50mm over a width of 1.5 metres for footpaths and 3 metres for other ways (where the physical width permits), and should include;

· surface growth, overhanging growth (allowing a height of at least 6.5 feet on a footpath and ten feet on other ways), and 
· growth around signposts, waymark posts and structures, such as bridges, gates and stiles; but not hedges (unless these are rooted within the path or way itself), nor crops, or trees, shrubs or other vegetation ostensibly being grown for commercial reasons.   
You may cut the grass to a higher standard, but no additional payment will be paid for any extra work.

Full details of the PROWs within the Parish can be found in Appendix B
4.3 Open Spaces
Prospected tenderers will be required to undertake grounds maintenance for the Recreational Field and Cemetery.
Recreational Field – Silver Street comprises of 8.5 acre open field and an annual cut of the hedgerow.
Requirements and Frequency

Recreational Field - minimum two cuts per month during April – October plus one cut in November and one in March.
Strimming of whole perimeter of playing field - Once a month between April – September

Annual cutting of hedgerow alongside Public Footpath BR145 between September and February. 

Cemetery – New Cemetery ONLY, Church Hill Barnetby Le Wold.
Requirements and Frequency
Grass cutting to the large open area to the side of the new graves – fortnightly April – October, and one cut in November and March.
Strimming of boundary hedge lines, gates etc – Once a month April - October
Grass cutting area in the immediate vicinity of the headstones & graves - fortnightly April – October, and one cut in November and March.
Cutting hedges ONCE between September and February 
5. Contract Monitoring
The contractor will be required to produce evidence upon request to demonstrate that the services have been carried out in accordance with Health and Safety regulations and legislation.  Evidence must be available for inspection/verification at any point. 
Should performance targets not be reached, a review of the contract will take place.

Cost/Budget Limitations/Ceiling
The service will be and activity-based service however when submitting quotations please note these must not exceed the budget ceiling £7500 per annuum.

Duration of the Services 

The Grass Cutting and PROW Service is expected to commence on 1 June 2024 (negotiation on start date can be discussed) and shall be effective initially for a period of 2 years. There is further possibility of two one-year extension periods, exercised at the discretion of Barnetby Le Wold Parish Council.

Evaluation – Most Economically Advantageous Quotation
8.1 Evaluation of Quotations – Pricing/Cost Assessment of Quotation 

The contract shall be awarded to the quotation submitting the Most Economically Advantageous Quotation.  Quotations will be evaluated having regard to the following main broad criteria.
8.2 Price and Quality Evaluation 100%
The total lowest priced quote for each price element will be assigned the maximum available weighting for that particular element.
8.2.1 All pricing elements will be combined to generate a final Price score.
8.2.2 Pricing aspects of Quotations will be evaluated on individual price.
8.2.3 All quality scores will be allocated percentage weighting appropriately to their raw score in accordance to the scoring table above.
8.2.4 The contract will be awarded on the basis of the most economically advantageous quotation. This will involve combining both the Price and Quality scores to determine the highest scoring provider.
